MOODS | ambient - post-classical - cinematic

Bucz Magor Junior Prima-dijas zeneszerzé és zongorista hivta életre a MOODS-ot,
amely egyszerre zeneszerzsi arculat és eléadoi formacio. Mufajok hataran mozgo,
meditativ és improvizativ jellegli zenei naplé. Otvozédik benne az ambient, chill out,
minimal hangvétel a klasszikus-, és filmzenei eszkdztarral, valamint elektroakusztikus
atmoszférakkal. Akik megszolaltatjak, kualén-kulén mind tébbszérdsen dijazott,
Zeneakademiat vegzett muvészek, kdzos formaciojuk igazi ujdonsag.

2024-es megalakulasuk ota volt fellépésik a Szinhazak Ejszakajan (Térszinhaz), a
szegedi Tisza Teatrumban, a Harom Hollo Kavehazban, az ISON Kulturalis Térben és a
Nemzeti Szinhazban. 2025-6s nyari turnéjuk soran jatszottak a Mulvészetek Volgye
Fesztivalon, és a Filharmodnia Magyarorszag meghivasara Szegeden, Bicskéen és
Pécsett.

Magor Bucz, Hungarian-based, award-winning composer and pianist, created and
founded MOODS, which is both a composer’s identity and a formation. It is an
improvisational and meditative musical diary, crossing different genres. It combines
ambient, chill out and minimal sounds with classical and film music elements and
electroacoustic atmospheres. The performers are all multi-award-winning artists
who graduated from the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music, their collaboration is a new
phenomenon.

Since their foundation in 2024, they have performed at the Night of Theaters
(Térszinhaz), the Tisza Theater in Szeged, the Harom Hollé Café, the ISON Cultural
Centre, and the Hungarian National Theater. During their 2025 summer tour, they
performed at The Valley of Arts Festival and, at the invitation of the Filharmonia
Hungary, in Szeged, Bicske, and Pécs.






MISSION

A MOODS altal képviselt posztklasszikus iranyzat egy relative uj kortarszenei
jelenség, amely o6tvozi a klasszikuszenei eszkoztarat cinematikus hatasokkal, v l ~
elektroakusztikus atmoszférakkal és/vagy lassu mozgasu, minimalista r\<lm ZL N
folyamatokkal. Miutan ennek a stilusnak egyszerre van magas muvészi leagazasa
es popularis vetulete is, alkalmas arra, hogy hallgatosagat egymastol fuggetlen
k6zdnsegréetegekbdl nyerve, a széles publikum eldl elzart, nehezebben
hozzaférhetd zenei ertéekek kozvetitdjeve valjon. Tdbbek kdzdtt a misszios
lehetbseg teszi olyannyira iddszeruve ezt az iranyzatot, tovabba az, hogy rohand
vildgunkban egyre felértekeléddnek a befelé figyelést szolgald kdzdssegi
esemenyek. A MOODS celul tizi ki, hogy szeansz szert koncertjeikkel a kdzos
elmélyulest szolgaljak, hogy nyugalmas, relaxalt allapotba kerulve taldljanak
egymasra eléadok és hallgatdsag. A zeneket, specialisan erre az alkalomra készult
vizualis effektek és zenei alapokra elhangzo versek teszik teljesseé.
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The post-classical style represented by MOODS is a relatively new phenomenon in
contemporary music, combining classical music materials with cinematic effects,
electroacoustic atmospheres, and/or slow-moving, minimalist processes. As this
style has both high artistic value and popular dimension, it is suitable for
reaching audiences from different backgrounds and becoming a mediator of
musical values that are otherwise inaccessible to the general public. Among
other things, it is this mission that makes this genre so relevant, as well as the
fact that in our fast-changing world, community events that encourage
introspection are becoming increasingly valued. MOODS aims to serve collective
contemplation with its séance-like concerts, allowing performers and audience
to find each other in a calm, relaxed state. The music is complemented by visual
effects created especially for the show and poems performed to musical
backgrounds.

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Bucz Magor (1994-) Junior Prima-dijas zeneszerz, zongorista. A fiatal magyar komponista-generacio tagja.
2019-ben diplomazott a Zeneakadémia zeneszerzd mesterszakan. Fél eévig a romai Santa Cecilia
Conservatorio zeneszerzés programjanak résztvevdje volt. Jelenleg szabaduszd zeneszerzd, hangszereld,
koncertmoderator és eléadomuvesz, emellett a Zeneakadémia doktorandusza, valamint az obudai
Térszinhaz vezetdje. Szamos versenyen dijaztak muveit Magyarorszagon és kulféldén is, melyek kézul
kiemelkedik a Bartok Radid Petdfi Zeneszerzéversenyének lll. helyezése (2023), a Zeneakadémia
Zeneszerzéversenyének |. helyezése (2019), a Szinhaz- és Filmmduvészeti Egyetem dalversenyének |I.
helyezése (2016), és a CroPatria Nemzetkozi Zeneszerzéverseny fédija (2014). A hazai koncertélet aktiv
résztvevoje, de szamos kulfoldi premierje is volt mar Olaszorszagtdl Hongkongig. Szinhazi és
filmzeneszerzékeént is tevékeny. Olyan neves egyuttesekkel dolgozott mar egyutt, mint a filmzenei
Hungarian Studio Orchestra, a klasszikus zenébdl ismert Danubia Zenekar, Magyar Radié Gyermekkar,
Budapesti Vonosok, a valtozatos stilusban mozgd Szent Efrém Ferfikar, valamint a kdnnylzenét jatszd
Margaret Island. 2023-ban munkassagat Junior Prima dijjal ismertek el.
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Magor Bucz (1994-) is an award-winning composer and pianist. In 2019 he graduated at the Liszt Ferenc
Academy of Music. For six months he was a participant in the composition programme at the Santa Cecilia
Conservatory in Rome. He is currently a freelance composer, arranger, concert moderator and performer,
as well as a doctoral student at the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music and director of a chamber theatre in
Budapest, called Térszinhaz. His works have won numerous awards in Hungary and abroad, including 3rd
place at the Bartok Radio Petdfi Composition Competition (2023), 1st place at the Liszt Ferenc Academy of
Music Composition Competition (2019), 1st prize at the University of Theatre and Film Arts Song
Competition (2016), and the grand prize at the CroPatria International Composition Competition (2014). He
is an active participant in the Hungarian concert scene, but has also had numerous international premieres
around the world from Italy to Hong Kong. He is also active as a theater and film composer. He has worked
with such notable ensembles and orchestras: the Hungarian Studio Orchestra, known for its cinematic
soundtranck recordings, the Danubia Orchestra, known for its classical repertoire, the Hungarian Radio

Children's Choir, Budapest String Orchestra, the stylistically diverse Szent Efrém Male Choir, and the pop
O U R B A N D music band Margaret Island. In 2023, his work was recognized with the prestigious Junior Prima Award.
